
Good news! Construction is set to begin in March on our Paw Paw River 
County Park project.  

Paw Paw River County Park is located in Watervliet. The project will in-
clude a parking area, barrier-free kayak launch, pedestrian foot bridge to 
an island in the river with over 1/2 mile of hard surface walking trails. 
There will be overlooks decks for wildlife viewing, photography and fishing  
opportunities.  It is anticipated the park will open by Labor Day, 2018.

These improvements are being funded in part by a Michigan Natural  
Resources Trust Fund grant of $296,000.
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The Madeline Bertrand Disc Golf course features 18 holes and is open 
during regular park hours. The Disc Golf pro shop in the Visitor Center 
features a full line of discs and other accessories for sale. (New disc styles 
available.) Plus you can rent discs for play!

The park features a 300’ Canopy Walkway through the 
treetops leading to a 60’ high Marsh Overlook Tower  
(pictured) with a spectacular view of the Galien River and  
marsh.

from the forest edge to the River Deck on the banks of 
the Galien. Trails along the wooded ridge above are available as well. It’s a great location 
for a casual walk with lots of stops to enjoy the overlooks and views!
